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The Germein Sisters are an Australian, Adelaide based sister band who blend the exuberance of pop with an acoustic earthy texture, topping it off with the ringing purity and precision of their vocal delivery. The three sisters, Georgia (guitar/piano/lead vocals), Ella (bass, synth, backing vocals), & Clara (drums, backing vocals) are achieving an extensive amount for a band so young in their musical career.
 
With a unique style, many find it impossible to find an artist who sounds quite like this band. The ‘Germein Sister’s’ vocals blend the acoustic heartfelt tones of Adele, with the depth and breathy qualities of Brooke Fraser, topped off with the harmonies and intonation of The Corrs. The music is said to reflect a female take on Train, combined with the message and heart of U2.
