After performing for a total of two years at the Chaméleon Theatre in Berlin, the show
has made had highly acclaimed performance runs at the Riverside Studios in London
and, more recently, at the Edinburgh Fringe Festival during August 2010.

Opera House, and going to Great Britain, Germany, Holland, and New Zealand,
amongst others.
